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Question: What are nutrients ? 
What clues can you find in the above picture or 

words to help answer that question?

Answer: Nutrients are substances animals 

get from food to help keep them healthy.

Underwater mangrove habitats 
provide food and nutrients for 

various animals.



Question: What does decay mean here? 
What clues can you find in the above picture or words to 

help answer that question?

Answer: Decay is a natural process when leaves break 

down and become food for jellyfish, shrimp, crab and fish.



Question: What are barnacles ? 
What clues can you find in the above picture or 

words to help answer that question?

Answer: Barnacles are animals that latch on 

to underwater mangrove roots to live.



Today we will create the mangrove leaves that are attached above water,
the decaying leaves that contain nutrients on the muddy floor,

and the barnacles on the prop roots.
