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Previous Lesson

This lesson is part of a Fairy Tale Unit in which students compare two versions of Little Red Riding Hood - the original
version and the Ninja Red Riding Hood story. Students also create their own version. We will use puppets as a tool for
students to tell their story to their classmates, and retell it to family at home.

Previously, in lesson 3, we created a puppet of ‘Little Red Riding Hood’ or the student’s version of the main character.

Similarly, in this lesson, students will create another puppet using details from their version of Little Red Riding Hood. This
time we will focus on the ‘Wolf’ character or the villain. Note, a student may choose to reverse roles, calling their wolf the
hero of the story while Little Red becomes the villain in their story.

Developing Your Villain Character

Before we create a puppet, let’s think about your character and the scene in your story when the villain is introduced.

In your version of Little Red Riding Hood, who is the wolf or villain? (Some students may want Red to be the villain, and the
wolf as the main character or hero of the story.)

What happens when your main character meets the villain in the story? Where are they?

How does your villain react to events in your story?

What does your villain look like? What does he/she wear?

How is your villain different or similar to the wolf in the original Little Red Riding Hood story?

You will be using these details about your character to create a puppet using a toilet paper roll.



Materials Needed

1. Toilet paper rolls

2. Construction paper, notebook paper, recycle paper,
or any other paper

3. Crayons or markers

4. Scissors

5. Tape or glue stick

Activity 1: Create your Villain Puppet

Create a puppet of the villain in your version of Little Red Riding Hood.
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Draw a face on the toilet paper roll. Choose a facial expression based
on how your character might respond to events in your story. Does he
have a scary, happy, or excited face? Start by drawing eyes. Then, the
nose. Don’t forget the teeth. Cut triangles out of brown paper for ears
and glue them on.
